EVERYDAY THANKSGIVING

Many Christians bow their heads in public places and thank God
for the delicious food served before them. There are times when
we pray with a confession of faith that God is the one who
provides and meets our needs, but there are also times when we
pray without a heart of gratitude because we have become
accustomed to praying that way.

When we look back on our lives, we have never once lacked
God's grace. In Psalm 65, the psalmist praises the grace that
God has given. Looking at the God of salvation, the God who
meets the needs of the earth, the psalmist praises God because
that is a natural response of someone who received God’s grace.
However, why do we sometimes live with complaints and
dissatisfaction instead of gratitude? It is not because God's
grace is lacking, but because of our sinfulness and weakness
that prevents us from receiving it as grace and considers it
insufficient.

Giving thanks only on Thanksgiving is not the kind of people of
faith that please God. God is pleased with us when we always
confess that we are thankful to God, knowing that we didn’t
deserve His grace in the first place. If we see that our voices are
becoming full of dissatisfaction, let us use this Thanksgiving as
an opportunity to once again to be thankful for the grace that
God has given us and restore gratitude.
